STICKY BEEF WITH NOODLES,
PICKLED CELERY AND MINT

This is one of those magic recipes where you do five minutes of
work, walk away, and come back to something glorious.

| love making it on a work-from-home day — I'll toss everything
into the pot at lunchtime and switch it off later, just in time for
dinner. The beef turns rich, sticky, and tender, perfect for tossing
through simple noodles.

| finish it with quick pickled celery and mint for freshness and
crunch. So yum and easy to throw together, great for weekday
meals.

Prep time: 10 mimutes - Cook time: 3hr - Serves: 3

Ingredients
1kg beef chuck, cut into large hunks

1 tbsp olive oil

1 brown onion, sliced

3 garlic cloves, smashed

1 tsp ground coriander

1 tsp ground cumin

Y2 tsp chilli flakes (optional)

2 cups beef stock or water

Ya cup kecap manis (sweet soy sauce)
2 tbsp soy sauce

1 tbsp sugar (caster or brown)

For serving:

200g noodles of your choice, cooked according to
packet directions (Tip: Lidl sell amazing dried noodles)
2 celery stalks, finely sliced diagonally

1 tbsp rice vinegar or white vinegar

1 tsp sugar

2 tsp sesame oil

Mint leaves, to serve (optional)

Black pepper, to serve (optional)

Method:

Heat the oil in a large heavy-based pot or Dutch oven over
medium-high heat. Add the beef and sear for 3 minutes on either
side or until browned on all sides. Remove from the pot and set
on a plate.

Add the onion and garlic and stir until fragrant for about 2
minutes. Sprinkle over the coriander, cumin, and chilli flakes. Pour
in the stock, kecap manis, soy sauce and sugar. Stir to combine,
scraping up any caramelised bits from the base.

Return the beef back to the pot, submerging it in the spiced
liquid. Bring to a simmer and then cover with a lid or tightly with
foil.

Reduce the heat to low (move to a smaller gas burner if you
started on a large one as you need the heat to be consistently
low and slow). Let it gently bubble away, covered, for 3 hours,
stirring occasionally, until the beef is fall-apart tender and the
sauce is glossy and sticky.

Pickle the celery: while the beef finishes, in a small bowl, toss
the celery with vinegar, sugar, sesame oil, and a pinch of salt. Set
aside for 10 minutes to lightly pickle before draining.

In the pot itself, shred the beef using two forks, mixing it through
the sticky sauce.

Serve: pile the noodles into bowls, spoon over the sticky beef
and its sauce, and top with the pickled celery and mint. If you'd
like a little extra warmth, finish with a generous crack of black
pepper.

Tips:
Beef tips and substitutes: Look for visible marbling and a

little sinew — that's your secret to saucy, tender shreds.
You can also use:

Shin Beef (beef shank) or Brisket

Seasoning: There’s no added salt in the recipe because of
the soy sauces. Taste and season upon serving if needed.

Noodles: | used dried noodles from Lidl that | soaked
in boiling water for 15 minutes, but any noodle works
beautifully. The beef is also wonderful over rice, tucked
into bao, or stuffed into a toastie or paratha/wrap.

Cooking methods: If stovetop isn’t your thing, cook in
a 150°C conventional/130°C fan-forced oven or a slow
cooker on low for 6-8 hours.

Kecap manis: this is an Indonesian sweet soy sauce. You
can find it at your local grocery or Asian grocery shop. If
you don’t have kecap manis, mix 2 tbsp soy sauce with 1
tbsp brown sugar or honey-it’ll give you that same glossy,
caramel-sweet flavour.

STRANGE SPORTING FACTS....

81) West Bromwich Albion were the first team to top the
first Division table after an opening day 2-0 win at Stoke in
September 1888.

82) The first outfield player to appear on 900+ Football
League games was Tony Ford who starred for Grimsby Town,
Sunderland, Bradford City, Stoke City and WBA etc.1977-2000.

83) The first player to successfully score a penalty at Wembley
was Huddersfield Town’s winger Billy Smith against Preston North
End in 1922.

84) The first player to score a hat-trick in a World Cup football
match was Bert Patenaude for the USA against Mexico in
Uruguay in 1930.

85) Sheffield United's hard man Vinnie Jones received a yellow
card after just five seconds of a League game against Manchester
City in March 1992 - the fastest on record. Jones later received a
second yellow in this same game and was subsequently sent off.

86) Perhaps the quickest-ever yellow card shown to a player in an
English Premiership game was shown to the Tottenham Hotspur
defender Yves Bissouma for an awful 14 th second challenge

on Manchester City midfielder Phil Foden in November 2024.
Liverpool’s Sadio Mane was shown a yellow card after just 15
seconds playing against Chelsea in 2022.

87) Perhaps the earliest (quickest) yellow card brandished in
an international football match came after just 17 seconds of
the England v Czechia U21encounter in June 2025. The culprit
was England defender Elliot Anderson of Nottingham Forest —
cautioned for foul on Matej Hadas.

88) Several sports stars have a nickname - here are a few to set
you going: darts champions Phil ‘The Power’ Taylor and Luke
‘The Nuke’ Littler; Frank “Typhoon’ Tyson, ‘Fiery’ Fred Trueman;
Andrew ‘Freddie’ Flintoff; snooker stars Alex ‘Hurricane’ Higgins
and snooker ace Mark ‘The Jester from Leicester’ Selby; boxers

Allan ‘Sniffer’ Clarke, Franz ‘The Kaizer’' Beckenbauer and ‘Pele’,
namely Edson Arantes do Nascimento. Plus there are more,
hundreds more!

89) Harry Maguire’s winning goal for Manchester United against
Lyon in May 2025 was the first scored in the 120 th minute in
Europa League history and the first in a major European game
since Atletico Madrid beat Liverpool in 2020. Also, it was only
the second time that United had won a game 5-4... the first
came against Arsenal in the old First Division in 1958. And also,
United’s narrow win over Lyon was also the first game in major
European football history that five goals were scored in extra-
time.

90) In 2019, pitcher Edwin Jackson became the first player in
history to play for 14 different MLB teams.

91) The world record for limbo skating, a sport where you roller
skate under cars, is 6.94 seconds for limbo skating over 50m.

YELLOWFACE

Rebecca F. Kuang

Rebecca F. Kuang’s Yellowface is the kind of novel that
grabs you by the collar and refuses to let go. It's sharp,
propulsive and unsettling in the best possible way. It's

a literary thriller that reads like a satire until you realise,
with a creeping chill, how close it is to reality. | devoured
it, equal parts horrified and exhilarated, marvelling at
Kuang’s ability to make such an uncomfortable story so
compulsively readable.

At its center is June Hayward, a writer whose envy and
resentment feel painfully human. When a shocking
opportunity falls into her |ar>, June makes a choice that
sets off a chain reaction of lies, rationalisations, and moral
contortions. The author excels at writing an unreliable
narrator who is disturbingly convincing; you don't have
to like June to understand her, and that's what makes
the novel so effective. Page after page, you find yourself
thinking, Surely she’ll stop now, only to
watch her dig deeper.

What elevates Yellowface beyond

a simple story of theft is its incisive
critique of the publishing industry,
social media outrage cycles and the
commodification of identity. Kuang
skewers performative allyship, public
apologies and the way narratives are
packaged and sold, often with little
regard for truth. The prose is lean

and biting, perfectly matched to the
story's escalating tension. This is a
book that moves fast, but it leaves bruises.

Reading Yellowface feels especially electric in days when
podcasters and public figures are being accused of
plagiarism, their credibility dissected in real time across
platforms. Kuang’s novel taps directly into that cultural
moment: the fear of being exposed, the ease with which
content can be repurposed, and the slippery justifications
people use when success is on the line. It's impossible not
to draw parallels between June's story and our current
landscape of call-outs, cancellations and half-hearted
accountability.

Ultimately, Yellowface is both a blistering satire and a
deeply entertaining thriller. It asks uncomfortable questions
about who gets to tell which stories and, what we're willing
to overlook when the final product is “good enough.” The
brilliance of Yellowface lies in how long it lingers after the
last page, leaving you unsettled, thoughtful, and acutely
aware of the stories we consume and who we choose to
believe.
